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“Protection of Children” seeks to highlight
the essential statutory and regulatory
framework that are being provided within
the national and foreign jurisdictions
to protect children and young people
from neglect, abuse, exploitation and
other harmful influences. Comprising of
25 chapters, the gamut of discussions
undertaken by the author are comprehensive
and far-reaching, and includes a practical
approach on the workings of the United
Nations Convention of the Rights of the
Child, the Law Reform (Marriage and
Divorce) Act 1976 and the Guardianship
of Infants Act 1961.

This aside, appropriate discourse is also
made as to the mechanism and practice

of the Family Courts in Singapore, the
United Kingdom, Canada and Australia,
the effect of conversion of religion on
children and the difficult issue of
child-trafficking in this country.

The book will be a precious source of
reference for the legal and medical
practitioners, local authorities, academicians,
teachers, parents, welfare and foster-care
institutions, the police and anyone who is
interested in safe-guarding the interest of
children.
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
